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Section One—Automated Export System (AES)
Functional Description:
AES is an electronic export reporting system jointly developed by the Bureau of Customs and Border Protection (CBP) of the Department of Homeland Security, the Foreign Trade Division (FTD) of the Bureau of the Census Department of Commerce, the Bureau of Industry and Security (BIS) Department of Commerce, other Federal agencies and the Trade Resource Group.  Commodity data is transmitted by a USPPI, authorized forwarding agent, port authority, service bureau, data entry center or AES Direct in lieu of filing a paper SED.   This interface allows the users to electronically clear munitions and munitions assets through customs to insure shipments are processed in a timely manner. Submission of the Shipper’s Export Declaration (SED) to the AES is MANDATORY for USML items being shipped CONUS to OCONUS via commercial modes. Shipments moving from OCONUS through the CONUS to another OCONUS location also require submission of a SED for clearance.

Submission must be completed prior to printing the movement documents to obtain the required External or Internal Tracking Number (XTN or ITX) which must be on the MSL and shipping documents.

This Guide is intended to give CMOS users step-by-step instructions on how the process works.


Purpose of Interface:  
Provide advance shipment notification to Customs, which will result in faster cargo movement into the theater of operations. CMOS will electronically interface to the AES computer system to provide customs with an advance Shipper’s Export Declaration (SED) for Customs clearance and receive confirmation that the shipments have been cleared or rejected. Non-receipt of confirmation will not delay the release of a shipment.

For MILSTRIP shipments, interfaces with SBSS, CAS, and STRATIS (USMC) have been modified to identify USML items based on the demilitarization code assigned to the stock number. As long as CMOS has received the electronic feed of data from these systems prior to incheck, will automatically identify these items as requiring issuance of a SED upon incheck. 

For non-MILSTRIP shipments, (or if the electronic feed of the DD Form 1348 does not indicate the USML), users may determine the appropriate DEMIL code for a specific National Stock Number (NSN) by accessing the Federal Logistics Information System Web Inquiry (WEBFLIS) website at:

NOTE: Individuals will require access to the “Restricted/Sign On” version to perform NSN/DEMIL Code inquiries.  The Restricted/Sign-on version requires a valid userid/password to access the system. Userids may be obtained by filling out a registration form. The registration forms are found on the Defense Logistics Information System (DLIS) Web Site.  After accessing the Home Page, go into the Forms and Publications section and select the registration form for WEBFLIS. There are two forms available, one for government workers and one for government sponsored contractors.











AES Commodity Module
The export process begins when the shipper decides to export DEMIL or US Munitions List Items (USML) cargo items.  The shipper makes arrangements (i.e., a booking) with the selected carrier.  The shipper then transmits the electronic commodity data for the shipment to the AES via CMOS.  Commodity data is to be transmitted only for shipments being exported by commercial modes of transportation including vessel, air, rail, truck, pipeline, mail and other modes.  Shipments shipped via commercial means to CONUS APOEs for movement by military transport do not require submission of an SED. 

Once received by CBP, AES validates the transmitted commodity data and returns an electronic response to the submitting activity.  The electronic response will contain an AES-generated ITN which will become part of the shipment record.

When errors or questions are encountered, AES returns one or more discreet response messages that note a condition found in the transmitted data.  Each condition response message is classified by a severity description:  

· A fatal condition is noted when invalid data or a critical condition has been encountered.  You are required to immediately address the problem, correct the data, and retransmit the SED transaction.

· A warning condition is noted when certain incomplete and conflicting data reporting conditions are encountered. AES accepts the information filed to facilitate the trade. You are required to transmit a correction within four calendar days.  NOTE: If left uncorrected, AES will generate and transmit a ‘warning reminder’ message back to the filer.  You will continue to receive these periodic reminders until the data has been corrected. 

· A verification condition is noted when shipment data conflicts with a Census parameter regarding a commodity or another unlikely condition is found; the data may or may NOT be correct. You are required to transmit a correction if a correction is warranted.

· A compliance alert condition is noted when a reporting compliance violation has likely occurred (e.g., a late filing).  You are required to review filing practices and take steps to conform to export reporting compliance.

· An informational condition results in a non-critical notification to you.  No additional response required.

Section Two—CMOS to AES Process
NOTE: After in-checking the shipment into CMOS, the user will need to start in the Shipment Planning Detail window. If pre-positioned data from supply has been imported into CMOS with a USML demilitarization code, the system will automatically check it as an AES shipment, and the <SED INFO-3> button will be highlighted.
1.  In the shipment Planning Detail window, click the Indicators button.
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2. In the Shipment Indicators window, the SHIPPER EXPORT DECLARATION REQ check box will automatically be checked by the system if the pre-positioned shipment was received with an applicable DEMILITARIZATION CODE. If the shipment is destined OCONUS, the user will then need to choose from the list of values to pick the corresponding US MUNITIONS LIST CODE.  Both codes must be filled out in order for the shipment to pass edits.  If the shipment is NOT destined OCONUS, the SHIPPER EXPORT DECLARATION REQ check box must be unchecked, Once other required fields have been filled, click the <OK> button to return to the SHIPMENT PLANNING DETAIL window.
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3. From the Shipment Planning Detail window, complete the standard mandatory fields for the shipment, then click the <SED INFO-3> button, this will take you to the Shipper Export Declaration Detail window. 
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4. In the Shipper Export Declaration Detail window the SED MODE and SED UOM will need to be filled in, both have a list of values to choose from.  The QTY and SED COST will also need to be filled in.  After completing these steps press the <EDIT> button to insure the shipment passes the edits, then exit back to the shipment planning detail window.
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NOTE: If the edits come back with the error “point of contact required”, you must go to DODAAC window and insure that your DoDAAC has a POINT OF CONTACT in the appropriate block. Also on the window there are new ISO COUNTRY and ISO STATE/PROVINCE fields located at the bottom of the DODAAC window.  These fields must be filled with appropriate codes for each county (provided in the list of values).  
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5. From the Shipment Planning Detail window, you will now be able to transship the shipment to the next work area by clicking the <TRANSHIP FRGHT> button.
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6. If you are processing your shipment on a CBL go to File, Open, Movement Documents, Commercial BOLs.

7. Click the <Insert New Record> Icon, to create a new CBL.
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8. In query mode, query on the TCN and check the ASG block, then click <OK>.

9. Click the <ASG CARR-1> button to assign the carrier to the CBL.
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10. Assign the carrier to which the shipment is being tendered by clicking the select bock next to the appropriate carrier.  Next click the Exit Icon to return to the CBL Addressing window.
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NOTE: A Movement Document Number and Carrier must be assigned before the SED can be sent to AES.

11. For Commercial Air Shipments the AIR SERVICE TYPE and AIR Service Level will need to be filled in on this window (Blue line help will give the user the correct codes for each field). Then select the <BILLING> button.
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12. The required fields on this window are NMFC/UFC, ESTIMATED CHARGES, and if the shipment is hazardous CERTIFYING PERSON.  Then click the <MISC> button.
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13. The SHIPPER’S INITIALS and DELIVERY DATE must be completed in the MISCELLANEOUS window. Then click the <CONVEYANCE> button.
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14. The PRIMARY EQ NBR, EQ TYPE ORDERED AND EQ TYPE FURNISHED are the required fields to be filled out on the Conveyance Data window.  After completing these fields click the <TCNS ASSIGNED> button.
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15. In the TCNs on CBL window click the <SED INFO-8> button.
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16. In the Shipper Export Declaration Detail window, the SCAC and MOVEMENT DOC NUMBER will now be populated with the information from the CBL.  The SED is now ready to be sent to AES.  The transaction is sent by clicking in the SEND check box and then the DATE SENT will populate.  Finally Exit back to the CBL window.

NOTE: The CBL and Labels CAN NOT be printed before the SED is sent.  The system will generate an External Tracking Number (XTN) during the “Send” process.  This number will be used as the single reference between the shipper and AES.  The XTN must be on the labels and shipping documents before the shipment can leave the origin station.
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17. Now the CBL and labels can be printed and the CBL can also be released.
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18. At anytime during the shipment process you can view the SED status by going to File, Open, Shipper Export Declaration. 
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19. The Shipper Export Declaration window will appear in a list format.  The order of the list can be altered at anytime by simply clicking the respective radio buttons at the bottom of the window. To view the details of a specific shipment double click on the TCN or click the detail button to go to the Shipper Export Declaration Detail window.
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20. If the shipment is rejected at AES for any reason, the corrections will be made on the Shipper Export Declaration Detail window.  All the fields not in the SEND SED portion of the window can be updated to make the corrections needed for the shipment.  The MESSAGE area on the bottom of this window will give the error message with the information that will need to be corrected.  Once the corrections have been made, check the send box again. Also, you may click the SED STATUS button to see the current status and history of the SED transactions.
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NOTE: The MESSAGE log will keep a running history of all of attempts to send the SED transactions for the particular shipment.  The top portion will give you the current status.
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NOTE: If the CANCEL REQ button is selected, and YES is answered to the cancellation verification POP-UP, a cancellation transaction will be transmitted to AES.  Once a cancellation notice is sent, the shipper CANNOT send another SED request for the same TCN.  If, after canceling, later clearance is required, the TCN will either have to be modified (different number), or cleared manually with the appropriate Customs Office.

Attachment 3 – DEMIL Codes

CODE EXPLANATION

A - Non-MLI (Non-Munitions List Item)/Non-SLI (Non-Strategic List Item).  

      Demilitarization not required.
B - MLI (Non-SME) (Non-Significant Military Equipment). Demilitarization not 
      required. Trade Security Controls (TSCs) required at disposition.
C - MLI (SME) - Remove and/or demilitarize installed key points as prescribed in
  Defense Demilitarization Manual (DOD 4160.21- M-1). Remove and/or demilitarize
     lethal parts, components and accessories.
D - MLI (SME) - Demilitarize by mutilation (total destruction of item and components) 
      by melting, cutting, tearing, scratching, crushing, breaking, punching, neutralizing,
      etc. (As alternate, burial or deep water dumping may be used when authorized by the
      DOD Demilitarization Office.)
E - MLI (Non-SME) - Additional critical items/materiel determined to require
  demilitarization, either key point to total destruction. Demilitarization instructions to
  be furnished by the DOD Demilitarization Program Office.
F - MLI (SME) - Demilitarization instructions to be furnished by item manager.
G - MLI (SME) - Demilitarization required – ammunition, explosive, and dangerous
      article(AEDA). Demilitarization, and, if required, declassification and/or removal of
      any sensitive markings or information, will be accomplished before physical transfer
      to DRMO. This code will be used for all AEDA items, including those which also 
      require declassification and/or removal of sensitive markings or information. This 
  code is used by the Air Force for classified items.
P - MLI (SME) - (Security Classified Item) Declassification and any other required 
     demilitarization and removal of any sensitive markings or information will be 
     accomplished prior to accountability or physical transfer to a DRMO. This code will
    not be assigned to AEDA items.
Q - Strategic list item (SLI). Demilitarization not required. Strategic List Items (SLIs) are 
non-MLI and identified, licensed, and controlled by the U.S. Department of
     Commerce through the Export Administration Regulations (EAR), 15 CFR, and 
      indicated on the Commerce Control List (CCL), Part 799.1. Each CCL entry is 
 preceded by a 5-digit export control classification number (ECCN), and those ECCNs
      ending in the letter “A” or “B” are defined by DOD as SLI. These items are subject to
    import certification and delivery certification (IC/DV) control and other trade security
    controls at disposition.
X -Demilitarization requirement or MLI applicability not determined by the ICP. Local
     determination is necessary before disposal action. This code will be disseminated only
     upon interrogation. Not a valid code for new submittal.
