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      RMKS/1. RECENT EVENTS, INCLUDING THE INCIDENT INVOLVING THE FATAL 

      SHOOTING OF A US ARMY SOLDIER AND THE WOUNDING OF ANOTHER BY A

      DEPUTY SHERIFF IN FAYETTEVILLE, NC, HAVE HIGHLIGHTED THE NEED FOR 

      CLOSE COORDINATION BETWEEN MILITARY AND CIVILIAN AUTHORITIES 

      WHEN CONDUCTING TRAINING/EXERCISES OFF FEDERAL INSTALLATIONS 

      WITHIN THE CIVILIAN COMMUNITY.

      2. AS THE DEMANDS TO PREPARE OUR MAGTF'S IN MORE REALISTIC 

      TRAINING ENVIRONMENTS LEAD US TO MORE FREQUENT TRAINING IN 

      CIVIILIAN COMMUNITIES, CLOSE COORDINATION WITH CIVILIAN 

      AUTHORITIES IS MORE IMPERATIVE THAN EVER. IT IS CRITICAL THAT 

      COMMANDERS BE COGNIZANT OF THE NEED TO BALANCE TRAINING 

      OPPORTUNITIES WITH THE SAFETY OF THE CIVILIAN COMMUNITY AND 

      OUR MARINES. 

      3. IT IS MANDATORY THAT COMMANDERS AND OTHER PERSONNEL 

      RESPONSIBLE FOR TRAINING/EXERCISE COORDINATION MAKE LIAISON 

      WITH SENIOR LEVEL OFFICIALS FROM ALL LOCAL, STATE AND FEDERAL 

      LAW ENFORCEMENT AGENCIES WHO HAVE JURISDICTION OF THE 

      PROSPECTIVE TRAINING AREA. THIS COORDINATION IS TO BE CONDUCTED

      PRIOR TO AND CONTINUOUSLY THROUGHOUT THE CONDUCT OF THE 

      EXERCISE. THE REQUEST FOR CIVILIAN OFFICIAL APPROVAL SHALL 

      BE IN WRITING, AND A RETURNEDSIGNED ENDORSEMENT OF THE 

      AGREEMENT REACHED. COMMANDERS SHALL CONSULT THEIR LEGAL 

      AND PUBLIC AFFAIRS OFFICERS TO ASSIST IN DETERMINING THE 

      APPROPRIATE CIVILIAN OFFICIALS WITH WHOM TO COORDINATE THE 

      TRAINING EVENT. IN DETERMINING THE APPROPRIATE CIVILIAN 

      OFFICIALS FOR COORDINATION, LOCAL GOVERNMENT OFFICIALS 

      (MAYOR, BOROUGH CHIEF, COUNTY COMMISSIONERS OR SUPERVISORS), 

      AND LOCAL AND FEDERAL LAW ENFORCEMENT AGENCIES WILL BE 

      CONSULTED.

      4. ISSUES TO BE ADDRESSED WITH CIVILIAN OFFICIALS DURING

      COORDINATION SHALL INCLUDE DETAILS ON SPECIFIC PROPOSED 

      TRAINING ACTIVITIES (SUCH AS THE USE OF SIMULATED OR ACTUAL 

      WEAPONS, SIZE OF THE TRAINING FORCE, WHETHER THE EXERCISE WLL

      BE CONDUCTED IN DAYLIGHT OR AT NIGHT, ETC.), PRECAUTIONS TO 

      ENSURE PUBLIC AND PARTICIPANT SAFETY, PROPOSED PUBLIC OR 

      RESIDENT NOTIFICATION, OUTREACH PROCEDURES, AND ANY OTHER 

      ISSUES THAT MIGHT RESULT IN PUBLIC INTEREST OR CONCERN 

      REGARDING THE CONDUCT OF THE TRAINING/EXERCISE. TO THE 

      MAXIMUM EXTENT POSSIBLE, CIVILIAN OFFICIALS SHALL BE BRIEFED 

      IN PERSON ON THE TRAINING/EXERCISE CONCEPT.

      5. A RECORD OF COORDINATION ACTIVITIES WILL BE MAINTAINED 

      FOR EACH TRAINING EVENT. THE RECORD WILL INCLUDE THE NAMES 

      AND POSITIONS OF THE OFFICIALS CONTACTED FOR COORDINATION 

      AND WHO APPROVED THE EVENT; AS WELL AS A SUMMARY OF THE 

      INFORMATION PROVIDED TO THE OFFICIALS (DATE, TIME, AND 

      LOCATION OF THE TRAINING, TYPES OF ACTIVITIES TO BE CONDUCTED, 

      PROPOSED PUBLIC NOTIFICATION, ETC).

      6. TO THE EXTENT PRACTICABLE, CONSISTENT WITH OPSEC AND SAFETY 

      CONSIDERATIONS, RECOMMENDATIONS OF CIVILIAN OFFICIALS REGARDING 

      COMMUNITY NOTIFICATION/OUTREACH AND PRESS PROCEDURES WILL BE 

      FOLLOWED. ALL REQUESTED TRAINING MUST BE IN ACCORDANCE WITH 

      APPLICABLE STATUTES, LAWS, DOD DIRECTIVES AND OTHER GUIDANCE AND 

      IMPLEMENTING SERVICE DIRECTIVES.

      7. THIS POLICY IS SEPARATE FROM THAT CONTAINED IN THE REFERENCES.//
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
