The THHR
operates in the 30- to 512-MHz frequency

spectrum (AM and FM) and contains

embedded Type I communications security.

OPERATIONAL IMPACT
The THHR will consolidate and exceed

legacy radio capabilities while concurrently
reducing the combat load of individual
Marines and small units and greatly reducing
operating costs. These radios are being dis-
tributed to Force and division reconnaissance
units and infantry platoons, where pro-
cedural simplicity, economy of load, and

reliable survival communications are essential.
