RMKS/1. PURPOSE. CMC (PS) WILL HOST AN ANTITERRORISM/CRITICAL INFRASTRUCTURE PROTECTION (AT/CIP) CONFERENCE FROM 26 TO 29 OCTOBER 2004 IN SAN DIEGO, CALIFORNIA. PS DIVISION HAS LINKED THE AT& CIP PROGRAMS TO BETTER ACCOMPLISH OUR FORCE PROTECTION MISSION. THE CONFERENCE WILL HIGHLIGHT THE WAY AHEAD FOR BOTH ANTITERRORISM AND CIP.  NUMEROUS CHANGES HAVE OCCURRED IN THE AT/CIP ARENAS THAT REQUIRE/ ADDRESSING IN A FORUM FOR THOSE INDIVIDUALS ASSIGNED ANTITERRORISM AND CIP RESPONSIBILITIES. THE CONFERENCE IS DESIGNED TO FAMILIARIZE ALL PARTICIPANTS WITH THE LATEST CHANGES TO ORDERS, DIRECTIVES AND POLICIES; DISCUSS THE LATEST TECHNOLOGIES; ADDRESS BUDGET AND EQUIPMENT ISSUES; DISCUSS NEEDED CHANGES TO PERSONNEL STAFFING AND ORDERS; UPDATE PERSONNEL ON CBRNE ISSUES; AND FAMILIARIZE PARTICIPANTS WITH THE IMPLICATIONS OF USNORTHCOM'S ASSUMPTION OF TACON FOR FP.
