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SUBJECT:  Current Status of the Corrections Management Information System (CORMIS)

ISSUE:  CORMIS 6 looms on the horizon and we would like to see a better implementation and training phase than what has been done in the past.  

FACTS:

1.  All Navy and Marine Corps Brigs are currently operating CORMIS 5.3, which has been in use since in Marine Corps facilities since 1993 and in use in Navy Brigs since 1988.  This current version was originally designed to operate under DOS and has been officially revised eleven times.  The latest version 5.3K is not being utilized at this facility because the executable zip file would not load here at Camp LeJeune.  HQMC was notified and to date we are still using 5.3J.

2.  Navy and Marine Corps Facilities have been upgrading their networks to Windows NT 4.0.  Some bases have also upgraded their client PC’s to Windows NT Workstation.  CORMIS will work on NT network, but is limited on a Windows NT Workstation.  At the brig level we use one Windows 95 machine for the sole purpose of processing uploads.  A multitude of problems are still being encountered by the brigs with CORMIS most of which are program errors.  The system is not user friendly.  Hopefully the new release will be more user friendly and reliable. 

3.  CORMIS 6 was slated for release during January 15, 2000. When is it currently slated for release?

4.  When released an intensive training program should be implemented at an appropriate site.  The training should be conducted by or at least in the presence of someone from the company who designed the program.  The training should be of appropriate length to ensure a thorough understanding of all modules not just the administrative module.  Each brig should have a representative who has cognizance over each of the module areas.  All CORMIS modules should be covered and installed at each brig and a technician should be available to ensure the proper operation of the system prior to activating the new installation.
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
