Subj: AGENDA ITEMS FOR 2000 MILITARY POLICE AND CORRECTIONS        

      CONFERENCE 

1.  The following agenda items are presented for consideration:

Issue (1):


Paragraph 10104 of SECNAVINST 1640.9B provides brigs with very brief information and guidance regarding HIV/AIDS, this paragraph also references MCO 6700.3 as further guidance.

Discussion:


MCO 6700.3 was cancelled on 22 Oct 1999.

Recommendation:


Either delete the information from the SECNAVINST or provide further guidance regarding the handling of prisoners who are HIV positive and have AIDS.

Issue (2):


Chapter 11, paragraph 11203 provides information regarding the detention of Prisoners of War, Civilian Internees, etc.
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Discussion:


In the last few years there has been an initiative to include corrections as a role during wartime.  This role has been discussed at various conferences.  Is there any additional guidance in the works regarding the corrections role during wartime?

Recommendation:


Recommend that specific guidance be given as to how many Marines are involved, what training they would be involved with, who would they will be assigned too, etc.

Issue (3):


Manually computed release dates vs computer generated release dates from CORMIS.

Discussion:


During the Functional Adequacy Inspection conducted by POS-40 of the Quantico Brig on July 2000, disagreement was raised with the issue of how final prisoner release dates were computed.  The senior inspector indicated that it was the responsibility of the commander to follow the manually computed release dates to effect the final release.  However, it was presented to the inspector that if a CORMIS computed release date revealed an earlier date of release compared to the manually computed release date, commanders at most correctional facilities would side on the prisoner’s behalf and would further opt to release the prisoner on the CORMIS computed date because of the potential for litigation.  Currently Camp Lejeune and Camp Pendleton officials release prisoners according to the earliest release date computed either manually or by CORMIS.  
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Recommendation:


Improve the CORMIS system “work the bugs out” to correct the problem with sentence computation or allow commanders the latitude to decide what date a prisoner is to be released when the manual computation differs from CORMIS.

Issue (4): 


The recent DOD Instruction 1325.7 has mandated that DD Forms (Series 2700) be utilized in lieu of SECNAVINST 1640.9B forms (the traditional 14 series and any other forms dealing with confinement, programs, etc.).  

Discussion:


Are Marine Corps Brigs to follow the DOD Instruction regarding the use of the 2700 series forms or the SECNAVINST? 

Recommendation:


Recommend that all Brigs utilize the DOD forms to alleviate any confusion and to maintain a standard.
