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SUBJECT:  Current Status/Planning for future Funding of ACA Issues and Inspections 

ISSUE:  This Information Paper questions the intent of HQMC POS-40 in relation to the continued funding of ACA related expenditures in relation to maintaining the brigs ACA Accreditation.

FACTS:

1.  All Marine Corps Brigs are currently funded by the individual Commanding Generals operational budgets where the Brigs are not assigned higher priorities in relation to funding.  Facilities are old, decaying, and in need of repairs.  The added burden of budgeting for ACA related expenditures are unlikely.  At the outset of this process HQMC POS-40 paid the bill.  Will this be the continued game plan?  

2.  The next major expenditure for ACA will be some three years out.  It is anticipated that there will be some expenditures during the three-year period that will arise.  Is HQMC POS-40 planning on providing an annual or an as needed stipend to assist the brigs in being “accreditation ready?”

3.  What is the status of the proposed Marine Corps Order on corrections?  This order is heavily tied in to the budgeting of the brigs and was somewhat controversial in it’s draft format.
