1.  The following agenda items are presented for consideration:

Issue (1)

SSN on Prisoner Badges:
     A social security number prominently displayed on a prisoner badge constitutes information about he individual under the Privacy Act.  The SSN with an individual’s name, is a record (5 U.S.C. 552a(a)(4)) when displayed on the badge.  The information is observable by any passer-by who may not be a staff member officially concerned with the intended use of the badge.  Approximately 3 Marine Corps facilities are currently displaying the prisoner’s entire SSN.  The current standard is inconsistent and may be vulnerable to future litigation dealing with Privacy Act issues.       

Recommendation:


Recommend immediate action by brig CO’s and ensure future revisions of SECNAVINST 1640.9x limit the display of SSN’s to the last four.        

Issue (2):  

Sex Offenders Notification Requirements: 

     Prisoners convicted of the specified offenses requiring notification and are not awarded a punitive discharge, are normally released to their parent unit 
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pending an administrative separation.  In accordance with MARADMIN 054/99 par (5), “in the future” the SECNAV shall 

establish procedures necessary to comply with notice requirements of federal law for those members convicted of covered offenses who are not in confinement when released from active duty.  There is currently not a policy governing those prisoners who return to duty prior to release from active duty yet a conviction has occurred.  

Recommendation:

For those cases where the prisoner is not discharged from active duty immediately upon release from confinement, the parent command shall be held responsible for ensuring proper notifications are accomplished in accordance with federal law.  It is essential that brigs receive guidance on this issue as soon as it becomes available.
