    Recently two Lance Corporals were injured because they failed to adhere to the safety brief instructions by "wearing safety goggles at all times" and "not to shoot anyone above the neck".  If you conduct this type of training, be sure that all personnel wear safety goggles to protect their eyes.  

	
	Also, be sure to brief personnel not to shoot anyone above the neck to prevent injuries.  You may want to consider purchasing paintball masks that afford full neck, face and eye protection yet minimize the problem of fogging. 

"BAD COP" TECHNIQUE
    Military police can play "good cop-bad cop" when they try to get criminal suspects to admit to wrongdoing.  But there are limitis to how bad a "bad cop" can be, a panel of judges at the Court of Appeals for the Armed Forces ruled.  The practice is legal as long as police officers advise suspects of their rights and the "bad cop" never threatens physical harm.  (March 17, 1997 Navy Times)

CONCEALMENT METHODS
    Enclosed is a document provided by the Naval Criminal Investigative Service (NCIS) to assist law enforcement personnel in "keying in" on places in both motor vehicles and living areas where contraband may be hidden. SSgt Wesolowski then began biting viciously at the rope around the Marine's neck while alternately trying to establish an airway using the head tilt-chin lift method.     Marine Reservists Provide Flood Relief Assistance.  The Reserve Military Police Company, 4th Marine Division, spent their drilling weekend of 18 Apr helping cities in Minnesota and North Dakota fight the flood waters of the bloated Red River.   Within two hours of the request, a plan was formulated, orders were issued, and vehicles were packed with emergency rations, wet-weather gear, and drinking water.  The Marines were on their way.  Other volunteers along with 132 reservists and 10 inspector/instructors worked 16 to 20 hour shifts to fill and distribute sandbags.  They first assisted Moorhead, MN with 70,000 sandbags.  Later they were redirected to assist Fargo, ND who were facing a situation that was even more urgent.  People cheered upon their arrival.      "We would never have finished without the Marines."  The Marines also inspired others with their teamwork and tenacious spirit.  They assisted in filling and distributing another 50,000 sandbags.
