ANTITERRORISM/FORCE PROTECTION
Second DoD Force Protection Equipment Demonstration

    The Joint Staff, in conjunction with the office of the Under Secretary of Defense for Acquisition and Technology and the Department of Justice, will host the Second DOD Force protection Equipment Demonstration, 3-7 May 1999, at Marine Corps Base Quantico, VA.  Last year's demonstration provided military commanders and decision makers a firsthand look at commercial-off-the- shelf (COTS) Antiterrorism/Force Protection (AT/FP) Equipment available for immediate procurement.  Plans are for a larger equipment demonstration to include: blast protective barrier systems and windows; surveillance, intrusion detection, and entry control systems; barriers; personnel protective equipment; explosive detection equipment; and software analysis tools.  Future messages will announce points of contact and registration procedures.  Information is also available on the Internet at http://www.csc.com/fped.  

Annual Antiterrorism Exercise

    During the previous year, 80% of USMC installations conducted the required annual exercise.  Many of the after-action reports from last year contained important information on the status of the  Marine Corps AT/FP program and provided areas for continued development.  This year the goal is to have all installations conduct an (AT) exercise.  Emphasis should be placed on making the execise an installation exercise vice a Provost Marshal’s Office (PMO) specific exercise.

    As per MCO 3302.1B, exercises must be operational in nature and should include activation of the Installation Emergency Operations Center, the Crisis Intelligence Cell (CIC), the Crisis Management Team (CMT), the Crisis Management Force (CMF), all Installation and Tenant Commands, and other activites as appropriate.  CMC Washington (POS) Message 042021Z Aug 98 details references and requirements for an installation exercise and should be reviewed for a successful exercise that fulfills the requirements.

Joint Service Integrated Vulnerability Assessments (JSIVAs) Tentative CY99 Schedule

PHYSICAL SECURITY

ALMAR 093/98

    The following is provided in response to questions and comments concerning ALMAR 093/98.  (Follow-On Policy Changes for Security and Accountability of Arms, Ammunition and Explosives):

    1.  Provost Marshal Offices must conduct and document monthly inventories of Ammunition and Explosives held.   

    2.  Personnel responsible for record keeping purposes (Ammo Techs/Supply personnel) must be accompanied while in the storage area.  

    3.  Personnel responsible for the storage and safekeeping will be denied access to all Ammunition and Explosives inventory records.  This does not apply to daily inventories for Desk Sergeants.  This applies to the records identifying total counts maintained by the Provost Marshal Office and signed for by the Responsible Officer.

    4.  The emphasis is to restrict access to AA&E.  Provost Marshal Offices must continuously scrutinize the access list to the PMO Armory and ensure that only those essential personnel are provided access to the Armory.  The unaccompanied access list should not be extremely restrictive and not inclusive to the chain of command.  

    5.  Commanders (designated representatives) must ensure that all personnel who account for, maintain, receive and distribute Arms, Ammunition and Explosives (AA&E) are screened.  This is an INITIAL and ANNUAL requirement which includes a page 11 entry identifying local PMO records, health record, and service record book checks. 

    This applies to those personnel who inventory and issue/recover ammunition and weapons.  Directions and requirements are fully outlined in ALMAR 093/98.  This requirement pertains to the Desk Sergeants and Armorers who are responsible for daily and shift inventories.  This does not apply to the Military Police personnel who receive weapons and ammunition for daily duties (patrol and gate sentries).  For further clarification contact POS.  

SPAWAR EAST DSN Prefix Change

    The DSN prefix for SPAWAR, Charleston SC will be changing from 563 to 588 during the latter part of September.  Exact date unknown at this time.

SPAWAR or NAVSURFWARCENDIV Problems 

    If there are any problems with either Space and Naval Warfare Center (SPAWAR) or Naval Surface Warfare Center (NAVSURFWARCENDIV) (CRANE), please email SSgt Pierce.  Phone calls do not provide the required detailed information, emails allow this information to be disseminated to the appropriate persons to initiate corrective action.  As a reminder, Physical Security personnel should maintain a logbook of all maintenance problems in order for HQMC to take any corrective action.

Crane Equipment Requests

    For those commands requesting equipment from CRANE,  this equipment is no longer provided free to the requesting command.  Funding for some items is provided by HQMC upon review of the request.  For those items not funded by HQMC, the installation must provide funding. Ensure that requests for equipment are addressed to NAVSURFWARCENDIV, Crane, with a copy to HQMC (POS).

Techniques, Your Life in the Balance!

    The Florida Times Union in Jacksonville, Florida reported the death of two Tampa Police Detectives and a Florida State Trooper on 19 May 98.  These law enforcement officers were killed after the suspect was able to free one of his hands from the handcuffs, which had been placed in front of him.  The suspect grabbed the driver's handgun and shot and killed both detectives.  The suspect then recovered the rifle and ammunition from the trunk, car jacked a second vehicle and when a Florida State Trooper attempted to stop the suspect, he was shot and killed also.  The suspect was later stopped and following a hostage situation, the suspect shot himself.

    This should be a wake-up call for all law enforcement.  Complacency can cost you your life.  Just think about it!


*  Do you search a suspect prior to interrogation?


*  Do you conduct handcuffing/arrest techniques during in-service training?


*  When transporting suspects to and from locations, do you utilize proper techniques to control the suspect while in the vehicle?


*  When you are conducting a search of a suspects room, do you let him/her open drawers/lockers?


*  During a search of a suspects room, does another law enforcement officer control that suspect so you can safely search?


*  Do you search the bed or chair the suspect is going to sit in during the search?


*  When you take control of a suspect from another law enforcement officer or command representative, do you search the suspect again?


*  If you are searching a female's property, do you check her purse?


*  If you are making an apprehension, do you handcuff the individual prior to searching?


*  Do you handcuff the individual in the front?

    Remember, under stress we revert to learned behavior.  Train realistically with situations we encounter during our normal duties.  It could save your life.  Special thanks to the Mayport Field Office for providing the detailed information on the incident.

ALMAR 302/98 

    ALMAR 302/98 provides supplemental guidance to MCO 1640.3E regarding the transfer and transport of USMC prisoners to approved confinement facilities.  ALMAR 302 further quantifies that detention facilities are authorized to confine pre-trial and post-trial prisoners with 30 or less days of confinement remaining beyond convening authority action.  Level II brigs are authorized to confine pre-trial and post-trial prisoners with five years or less confinement remaining beyond convening authority action.

CAMP PENDLETON BRIG HOSTS AUSTRALIAN BRIGADIER

 ON A TOUR OF THE BRIG  

    On 12 August 1998, Brigadier Maurie W. Meecham spent the morning touring the Camp Pendleton Brig.  Brigadier Meecham was appointed by the Australian Chief of Army to review all aspects of the Australian Defence force's corrective establishment.  He is studying all aspects of the Australian Defence force correctional establishment and benchmark it against civil and military corrective establishments and jails in Australia, New Zealand, USA and the UK.

DOD CONSOLIDATED CORRECTIONS TRAINING  

    A request on behalf of the Marine Corps has been forwarded to the DoD Corrections Council to initiate a subcommittee to explore the prospect of consolidated corrections training.  Training commonality may exist and the results of this study could be the basis for an Inter-service Training Review Organization (ITRO) review.  In a joint effort, POS-40 and the Marine Corps Detachment, Lackland Air Force Base, are reviewing the corrections Individual Training Standards (ITS) to bring them to alignment with the 1996 update to the Naval Corrections Manual.

    All nominations have been received for FY 99 funded training opportunities.  The majority of the classes have been filled and the remainder should be completed soon.  CWO3 Adams is in contact with the CO/Brig Officers disseminating school attendees & dates.  We will not be filling any seats to SRT and the FBI National Academy at this time. MCB CAMP PENDLETON

"Bright Light" Tests Readiness in Desert, Urban Environments

    Marines from Camp Pendleton's Provost Marshal's Office, Special Enforcement Branch, recently participated in Operation Bright Light near Nellis Air Force Base, Nev.

    The operation tested the Marine's readiness and deployment capabilities in desert field and urban environments.  SEB Marines provide the base counterterrorist and armed criminal response capabilities.

    The Marines were told they were being deployed to a situation involving armed members of a possible terrorist group.  After drawing their deployment gear, the Marines were driven to March Air Reserve Base and flown on a C-141 Starlifter aircraft to Nellis.

    The Marines were briefed on the situation while in transit.  Two armed individuals located on a remote Defense Department installation in the Nevada desert had fired rifles from an abandoned building at low-flying military aircraft training in the area.  The SEB Marines were tasked with apprehending the individuals.

    After the SEB Marines landed, they were met by an intelligence team that provided additional information about the incident.  Next, they were transported into the desert about 60 miles north where they set up a staging area.  The Marines were met with an unexpected weather front that brought rain and unseasonably cold overnight temperatures.

    After lengthy predeployment planning, the Marines began area reconnaissance and hasty assault.  They discovered the intruders in remote desert terrain offering little natural cover and concealment.  The Marines crawled to avoid detection during their assault.

    By 2 a.m., the Marines had placed their designated marksmen and an observer to cover the assault.

    At 3:30, members of the SEB had moved within 20 meters of the building undetected by the intruders.  A pyrotechnic device was exploded 15 minutes later to allow entry through a window of the building.

    Within 10 minutes, the mission was peacefully accomplished.  When interviewed, the perpetrators said the Marines had remained undetected throughout their six-hour maneuver through the desert.

    The Marines had successfully completed one mission; however, another task awaited them.  The SEB was redirected to an urban problem in the base housing area, where they were confronted by an armed individual.

    In 90-degree heat, the Marines maneuvered through the housing area for about three hours until arriving at the perpetrator's hideout.  They entered the location and safely apprehended the individual.

    After the SEB Marines finished with the second task, they returned to March AFB aboard their C-141 and were driven back to base.

    The operation was extremely tiring but successful, according to Cpl. Tracy D Phelan.  "Even though we only got six hours of sleep for the whole operation, we weren't observed for either mission," he said.

    Phelan said the training instilled the confidence needed to protect the base from terrorists and armed criminals by combining rural and urban warfare while upholding the Marine Corps' tradition of being ready to fight in any clime and place.

Marine Keeps His Cool Under Fire

    A Marine military policeman from Camp H.M. Smith is being called a hero after he picked up an ax early June 21 and hacked through a wall to extinguish a fire at a military housing complex.

    Sergeant William C. Marone, a military police watch commander and resident of Aliamanu Military Reservation, woke up hearing panic-stricken neighbors.

    "Around 4a.m. I heard tenants screaming and a bunch of ruckus," said Marone, who lives in the unit.  "When I heard a lady screaming for someone to call 911, I went outside and asked what's wrong.  That's when I could see smoke."

    Marone ran downstairs to locate the fire.  He opened a ground floor storage room and could see flames.  "The smoke was pretty heavy, so I crawled on my knees to investigate where the flames were originating."

    Once he made his way back outside, he asked for an ax.  

    "Once I got the ax, I went back into the room and started feeling the wall for the hottest spot.  At around chest-level, I started hitting the wall and, once I broke through, the flames became exposed."

    Marone then gathered some water hoses from a nearby house and, with the help of neighbors, doused the fire.  The fire department and MPs arrived shortly after the fire was out.  Marone said the fire chief told him that, because of its age, the building would have burned down in about 10 more minutes.

    A Coos Bay, Ore., native, Marone has no formal firefighting training.  "I just reacted to the situation.  I knew I had to expose the fire," Marone said.

    Sgt. Joseph C. Gamache, a fellow watch commander and AMR resident said, "He's 'Mr. Motivation' around here and it's not surprising he did what he did.  When the fire department came, they said he saved the day and did exactly the right thing."

Toys for Tots, Santa Anonymous Join Holiday Efforts

    The Twin Cities area's two large holiday toy drives for needy children announced Tuesday that they will merge.

    "This is the year that Santa Anonymous joins the Marines Corps," said Capt. Jim Zagrzebski, the officer in charge of the area's Marine-sponsored Toys for Tots Program.  

    A single coordinated toy-collection drive will be operated by the larger Toys for Tots Program.

    Santa Anonymous, which has been supported by the Star Tribune, will continue as a summer camp scholarship program through the Minneapolis Foundation.  The newspaper has pledged to raise or contribute $100,000 annually for the program for 10 years, about the same amount that has been raised for camp scholarships during the past several years.

    Teri Dewey, Santa Anonymous board president, said the toy-drive merger came after a year of talks because the two campaigns confused donors, had an "extraordinary duplication of effort," and created a perception of "toy wars."

    "In the end, we share the same mission-to provide gifts to kids who need them during the holidays," she said.

    Both groups said the merger will not diminish the chance for any child to get toys but will enhance the ability of the drive to meet growing needs in the future.  "No one will fall through the cracks," Zagrzebski said.  "Everyone will continue to be served, and everything they've come to expect...will continue."

FATS Help Keep Forces Fit to Fight

    Known across the nation as the toughest, most elite and frequently deployed organization in the world, the U.S. Marine Corps remains on the cutting edge of technology and the battle field of the future.

    With the assistance of the Firearms Training System, the Marine Corps Detachment here is leading the Corps into the 21st Century, using the latest in training technology.

    The FATS technology is among the most recently developed firing device.  It enhances weapons qualifications as well as other aspects of force continuum issues.  It also allows the assurance of safety without sacrificing the quality of the training.

    Established in 1984, FATS is not new to military organizations.  For more than a decade it has served the Army, Marines, Air Force and the Coast Guard.

    It provides an array of services not only to the military, but to other law enforcement agencies, hunter education and sports training organizations.

    FATS military simulators play an integral role in the success of individuals in marksmanship skills and tactical exercises, Carlson said.

    "Its custom design allows the system to simulator more than 600 training scenarios while allowing individuals to practice observation techniques and judgmental shooting."

    The system offers more than 200 different training weapons that function like real weapons, and have an extended life cycle of realibility.  The latest innovations to the system allow organizations like the Marine Corps to customize FATS services to their needs.

    With FATS, instructors have the luxury of walking students through the actual training scenario they went through with the simulator.  This is an opportunity for instructors to pin-point weaknesses and determine exactly what they did wrong and use the simulator, again for corrective training.

    With the assistance of an operator, the characters in the simulated exercises can respond to live munitions, the students disposition, allow from a baton and chemical mace.

    "The training is extremely real," said Dennis Jurasz, manager, law enforcement training, FATS, Inc.  "The weapons that go along with the system are very close to the real thing.  They allow students to get a realistic feel for the weapons' recoil and performance."

    Because of the compact build of the system it can be used in just about any room.  It also allows the instructor/student ratio to be reduced and the amount of time spent training is cut in half.

    "The system is revered by law enforcement agencies around the world because it is more cost effective than the traditional methods of training," Jurasz said.
