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Aviation Safety Officer (ASO) Course: A 21-day course designed to prepare aviation safety officers, as defined in OPNAV 3750, to assist commanders and commanding officers in conducting aggressive mishap prevention programs. Upon completion, ASO will be able to investigate mishaps, organize and administer a squadron mishap prevention program, identify hazards, manage risks and analyze safety information.

ASO Prerequisite: 
Prior to attending the ASO course, attendees shall complete the on-line ORM course Marines, The Navy, Coast Guard, or other ASO course attendees complete the Navy on-line ORM course. Attendees should bring a copy of the course completion certificates with them, or fax them to the School of Aviation Safety at (831) 656-3262 or (DSN) 756-3262. 
· NOTE: Navy/Marine Corps attendees assigned to squadrons are encouraged to bring a copy of their current/prospective squadron's Pre-Mishap Plan for use in class assignments.
 

Aviation Safety Command (ASC) Course: A six day course designed to indoctrinate aviation squadron commanding officers, executive officers, officers-in-charge, officers screened for command, and major aviation staff officers in the policies, philosophy, and techniques of an effective command safety program. Incorporated within this course is senior member training which will qualify the graduate to be a senior member of an aircraft mishap board.
